The level of airborne particulates passing through the micro dust sensor is shown by the illuminated green / red air
quality indicator bar. A higher level of particulates in the air that pass through the sensor will be shown as RED

Functions of Micro dust sensor

The sensor is capable of detecting The sensor wili not detect
Tobacco smoke, pollen, oil mist, drops, dust, etc. Alcohol, Gases

® Ajrflow in the room may affect the micro dust sensor's operation.
When the product is used near a humidifier or in places with a high level of soot, or when dusty air blows in from
outdoors, air quality indicator bar may remain red continuously.

® The micro dust sensor will only detect particles which are airborne, in this case dust that has settled in room may not
be detected unless it is disturbed by the movement of persons or pets in the room.
In such places with minimal activity it is recommended that a manual fan speed setting be selected other than "Auto"
for continuous air cleaning.

@ Aerosol spray such as air freshener or furniture polish sprayed in the room may easily be detected by the micro dust
sensor and thereby illuminate the air quality indicator bar completely red until the air has been cleared.

The filter unit is packaged with a plastic sheet which must be removed before use.

@ In order to turn the unit completely off, it must be unplugged.

® This appliance has a polarized plug (one blade is wider than the other). To reduce the risk of electric shock,
this plug is intended to fit in a polarized outlet only one way. If the plug does not fit fully in the outlet, reverse
the plug. If it still does not fit, contact a qualified electrician. Do not attempt to defeat this safety feature.

® A beep will sound when each switch is pressed.

@ An internal electronic counter will now start keeping the time that both
filters are in use in order to illuminate the red indicator lamps when it
comes time to replace the filters, approx. 3 years for the “HEPA” filter
and approx. 1 year for the “Deodorize” filter (time may vary
depending on usage).

B General timetable for filter changes

® When it is obvious that odor or cigarette smoke is not quickly removed or the operating sound becomes
fouder than normal.

The time of filter replacement may vary depending on condition of use.

Replacement of the filter

The HEPA filter and the deodorizing filter can be separately replaced.
B General timetable for filter replacement

HEPA filter *When the filter check lamp’s red light is on
{about 3 years after pressing the reset switch)
*Even when the lamp is on, operation will not stop.

Deodorizing filter *When the filter check lamp’s red light is on
{about 1 year after pressing the reset switch)
*Even when the lamp is on, operation will not stop.

® How to replace the filter: Read the replacement instructions, on the replacement parts
filter box.

® Do not scrub the sealing material (black) on the filter frame.
(The sealing material will be damaged, resulting in loss of performance.)

Micro dust sensor

If dust accumulates on the micro dust sensor, the AIR QUALITY MONITOR may not be displayed
correctly. Maintain it frequently even during the first year of use, depending on the operating
environment.

o Remove the sensor cover on the right side of the main unit.

® Press the hook to remove it.

® Do not separate the black
foam rubber attached to the
inner surface of the sensor
cover. If you do, sensitivity will
be lost.
