Adjusting the Projector's Elevator Feet

You can use the elevator feet to make adjustments if the surface on which you
need to set the projector is uneven or if you otherwise need to adjust the angle of
projection. The adjustment range of the elevator feet is 0 to 9 degrees.

e When strong light, such as direct sunlight or light from an extremely close range (such as from an
inverter fluorescent lamp), hits the projector's remote sensor, the remote control may cease to function.
