Starting the engine

While Carrying the Advanced Key…
	 •	 �Start the engine by pushing the start knob in and turning it (like a 

normal key) while depressing the brake pedal. 
	 •	 �Shut the engine OFF by turning the start knob to the ACC position 

and then pushing in and turning to the Lock position.

	 •	 �The key indicator light will show green when the advanced key is 
detected. If the key indicator light flashes green, the advanced key 
transmitter battery power is low.

	 •	 �If the advanced key cannot be used due to a malfunction or dead 
advanced key battery, use the auxiliary key to lock/unlock the doors 
and to start the engine.

The Blind Spot Monitoring (BSM) system is designed to assist the driver 
by monitoring the blind spots to the rear of the vehicle on both sides.

	 •	 �If your vehicle speed is 20 mph (32 km/h) or more, the BSM will warn 
you of vehicles in the detection area by illuminating the BSM warning 
lights located on the left and right door mirrors.

	 •	 �If you operate a turn signal in the direction of an illuminated BSM 
warning light, the system will also warn you with a beep and warning 
light flash.

	 •	 �BSM sensors are located under the left and right rear bumper areas. 
The BSM system may not operate properly if the rear bumper gets too 
dirty, so keep the rear bumper area clean.
