3.5 Download and install APP

3.6 Connection

Connect with an Android phone:

flash.

Step 2: Turn on the Bluetooth, and open the installed APP;

If “Connect or
Search” fails, please check whether the share function of the
device is turned on or whether the Bluetooth of the mobile
phone is set correctly.

4 APP Operating Instruction

4.1 Recording with APP

Once the Voice Recorder connected to the APP, you can
control the recording with the APP. Specific operations refer
to the Recording section in “Recording with APP”.

4.2 Real-time translation

After connecting to the APP, select “Real-time Translation”
to enter translation interface. Tap “Real-time Translation”
button (Set the target language as needed before tapping
the button). After prompted to be sent successfully, current
speech can be recognized and translated instantly, and the
translation can be edited, saved and shared.

Note

|. During real-time translation, focus the sound source on
the microphone, and do not cover the Mic head with your
hand, so as to avoid to affect the recognition effect;

2. During real-time translation, do not exceed the effective
recognition distance;

3. During real-time translation, the recognition effect will be
affected if obstacles exist.

4.3 Settings

In the recording interface, tap “Settings” in the upper right,
to set Recording scene, Indicator, Playback mode, Backlight,
Time calibration, Capacity (remaining/total), APP interface
introduction, Check for updates, About, Disconnect the
device, etc.

Reminder

* If you need to disconnect with the APP, just select
"Disconnect the device" in the Settings to disconnect. To
avoid exceptions, you cannot close the APP directly.



4.4 File

In the APP interface, select the option “File” to enter the
list of recording files and real-time translation files. You can
select a file to delete, share, role distinguishment etc.

Role distinguishment:

After selecting Play in the file list interface, the voice recog-
nition option will pop up, which can be selected according to
the number of people recorded; for real-time translated or
transcribed files, you can click “ Q" to re-select the number
of people to be distinguished.

Note

* At present, role distinguishment only supports Chinese,
not other languages;

* When using role distinguishment, please make sure that
the file is clear. Messy and noisy files will affect the effect.

4.5 Sync with device

(I)In the APP interface, select the “Sync with device” to
enter the list interface.When a file is selected, the file will
be automatically uploaded. Once syncing is finished. After
uploading to 100%, you can click the file to transcribe.

(2)After the file is uploaded successfully, the list interface will
display “not transcribed”. The file can be transcribed after
you select the file. If you choose the trash can icon next to
the file, you can delete the currently uploaded cache. Also, If
you choose select the share icon, you can share the current
file.

(3)The uploaded files can be transcribed, and the transcribed
files can be edited, shared and saved.

(4) In the synced device interface, you can select the “Edit”,
“Delete mobile phone file” or “Delete Voice Recorder file”.
If you decide to delete a mobile phone file, the recording file
on the phone will be deleted. If you select to delete the Voice
Recorder file, the file on the Recorder will be deleted. Please
save important files to avoid files being deleted by mistake.

Reminder

¢ The sync file refers to the file recorded by the recorder
independently, which can be synchronized to the mobile
phone for text transcription and translation after
connecting with the APP.

* The files with the “opus” suffix cannot be deleted,
otherwise they cannot be synchronized.

* The time of uploading files depends on the Bluetooth
configuration. Different brands of mobile phones and
different versions of Bluetooth will have different upload
speed.
