Guidel ines for safe and efficient use
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Radio frequency energy irradiation

Information about radiation wave irradiation and
absorption rate(SAR).The design of this KD876
mobile phone fully followed the radiation wave
irradiation relevant safety requirements,which
based on scientific guiding principle,including the
allowed radiation limit for ensuring everyone’s
safety regardless of his age and healthy state.

» The radiation wave irradiation guiding principle
employed a unit of measurement known as
absorption rate, or SAR. When testing for SAR,
the phone will use a standardised method to
transmit frequency with its highest measure
power level in all available bands.

» While there may be differences between the SAR
levels of various LG phone models, they are all
designed to observe the relevant provisions for
exposure to radiation wave.

» The SAR limit regulated by International
Commission on Non-lonizing Radiation
Protection is 2W/kg averaged over ten (10)
gramme of tissue.

» The highest SAR value for this model phone
tested by DASY4 for hand-held use is 0.443
W/kg (10g) and when worn on the body is
0.245 W/kg (10g).

» The SAR data information employed by the
governments of different countries is developed
by the Institute of Electrical and Electronic
Engineering (IEEE) through evaluating,its
standard is 1.6W/kg averaged over one (1)
gramme of tissue( such as America Canada
Australia and Taiwan).

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Efficient phone operation

1. Turn the phone off. Inserting or removing
the microSD when the phone is on may
damage the files stored in the memory
card.

2. Lift the plastic cover which protects the
microSD slot.

3. Insert the memory card into the slot. The gold
contacts must be kept on the back of the
microSD. Don’t push the microSD too much. If it
doesn’t go into the slot easily, you may be trying
to insert it in the wrong way or there could be a
foreign object in the slot.

4. Once inserted, push the memory card until you

hear a Click, meaning that the microSD has been
correctly engaged.

During formatting various
folders will be created for different data types.



Making and answering calls

Making a voice call

1. Enter the number including the full area code.

Making a call from the call logs

1. In standby mode, press ("> and the latest
incoming, outgoing and missed phone numbers
will be displayed.

Making a video call

You can make a video call in a 3G covered service
area. If the called user has a 3G video phone in a

3G covered service area, the call will be established.

You can also answer a video call for video incoming

call. To make/answer a video call, do the following.

1. Input the phone number using the keypad, or
select the phone number from the calls made/
received lists.

» To correct mistakes, press Z==briefly to
delete the last number, or press and hold
2=\ to delete all numbers.

2. If you do not want to use the speakerphone,
ensure you have the headset plugged in.

3. To start the video function, press the left soft
key [Options]and select Make video call.

» You will be notified that you will need to
close other applications to make the video
call.

Answering a call

When you receive a call, the phone rings and the
flashing phone icon appears on the screen. If the
caller can be identified, the caller's phone number
(or name if stored in your Contacts) is displayed.

Shortcut to activate vibrate

You can check the strength of your signal by the
signal indicator (F.ul ) on the LCD screen of your
phone. Signal strength can vary, particularly inside
buildings. Moving close to a window may improve
reception.

Entering text

You can enter alphanumeric characters using the
keypad.

For example, storing names in Contacts, writing a
message, creating a personal greeting or scheduling
events in the calendar all require entering text. The
following text input methods are available with the
handset.

Changing the text input mode

1. When you are in a field that allows characters to
be entered, you will notice the text input mode
indicator in the upper right corner of the LCD
screen.

2. Press IEX¥ to change input mode.

Using the T9 Mode

The T9 predictive text input mode allows you to
enter words easily with a minimum number of key
presses. As you press each key, the handset begins
to display the characters that it thinks you are
typing based on a built-in dictionary. As new
letters are added, the word changes to reflect
the most likely candidate from the dictionary.
1. When you are in the T9 predictive text input
mode, start entering a word by pressing #24 to
. Press one key per letter.

» The word changes as letters are typed. Ignore
what'’s on the screen until the word is typed
completely.

» If the word is still incorrect after typing
completely, press ™28 once or more to scroll
through the other word options.

» If the desired word is missing from the word
choices list, add it by using the ABC mode.

The 123 mode enables you to enter numbers in a
message(a telephone number, for example).

Using the symbol mode

The symbol mode enables you to enter various
symbols or special characters. To enter a symbol,
select Options > Insert > Symbol. Use the
navigation and numeric keys to select the desired
symbol and press ©).



Your phone provides a number of control functions
that you can use during a call.To access these
functions during a call, press the left soft key
[Options].

During a call

The menu displayed on the handset screen during a
call is different to the default main menu displayed
when in standby mode, and the options are
described below.

Making a second call (Network
dependent)

You can enter a second call you want to dial on the
call display, or choose to make a call by pressing
Option.

Switching between two calls

To switch between two calls, press (5 the left
soft key then select Swap.

Answering an incoming call

When there is an incoming call during a call,the
phone will alert you.A tone sounds in the earpiece,
and the display will show that a second call is
waiting.This feature, known as Call waiting, is only
available if your network supports it.

For details of how to activate and deactivate Call
waiting see Call waiting [Menu 8.7] .If Call waiting
is activated, you can put the first call on hold and
answer the second, by pressing (=3

Rejecting an incoming call

You can reject an incoming call without answering
by simply pressing <) .During a call, you can
reject an incoming call by pressing the right soft
key or by pressing {=J.

Muting the microphone

You can mute the microphone during a call by
pressing the [Menu] key then selecting Mute
on.The handset can be unmuted by selecting Mute
off.When the handset is muted, the caller cannot
hear you, but you can still hear them.

Switching DTMF tones on during

a call

To turn DTMF tones on during a call, press the left
soft key, and then select DTMF on.DTMF tones can
be turned off the same way.DTMF tones allow your
phone to make use of an automated switchboard.

Multiparty or conference calls

The multiparty or conference service provides you
with the ability to have a simultaneous conversation
with more than one caller, if your network operator
supports this feature.A multiparty call can only

be set up when you have one active call and one
call on hold, both calls having been answered.

Once a multiparty call is set up, calls can be added,
disconnected or separated (that is, removed from
the multiparty call but still connected to you) by

the person who set up the multiparty call. These
options are all available from the In-Call menu.The
maximum callers in a multiparty call are five.Once
started, you are in control of the multiparty call,
and only you can add callers to the multiparty call.

is automatically placed on hold.You can swap

Setting up a conference call

Place one call on hold and while the active call is
on, press the left soft key and then select Connect
the call.

To activate the conference call on hold,press the
send key.Other users on hold will stay connected.
To return to conference call mode, press the left
soft key [Options] followed by Conference call.You
can press the send key again,you can also select
resume the call by pressing the left key [Options]

To add a call to an existing conference call, press
the left soft key, select make a all.then select
connect the call from [Options] after connected.

Taking a private call during a
conference call

To have a private call with one caller from a
conference call, select Private by pressing the left
soft key, then select the number you want to have a
private call from the numbers of all callers displayed
on the screen.And put all the other callers on hold.

Ending a conference call

To end a conference call,press {=J.You can also
end a conference call by selecting End call after
pressing the left soft key.
