Master Volume — Controls the overall volume of the piano, including the built-in speakers and the
headphone outputs. Slide to the right to increase the volume, and to the left to decrease the volume.
Please note that the Master Volume does not affect the volume of the Line Outputs [iz]

Bass Control — Controls the amount of bass (low frequency) content of the sound output. Turn
clockwise to increase the bass, turn counter-clockwise to decrease.

Treble Control — Controls the amount of treble (high frequency) content of the sound output. Turn
clockwise to increase the treble, turn counter-clockwise to decrease.

Function Buttons — Used to access various functions of DCP-300, including turning Chorus and
Reverb on or off, setting Touch sensitivity, activating Split and Layer Modes, etc.

Transpose Buttons — Used to transpose the pitch of the DCP-300 keyboard, and also may be used in
combination with the Function buttons to enter data during certain editing functions.

Tempo Buttons — Used to adjust the Metronome tempo, and also may be used in combination with
the Function buttons to enter data during certain editing functions.

LCD (Liquid Crystal Display) — The LCD shows information about the current parameters in
Performance Mode, and provides information during editing functions.

Data Control Knob — The Data Control knob is a multi-purpose control for entering and changing
the settings of various functions. In its default setting it is assigned to change Voice Volume.

Voice Select Buttons — Used in conjunction with the Bank button to select the sounds built into
DCP-300.

Bank Button — Toggles between the two banks of eight voices (sounds). Used with the Voice Select
buttons to select the voices of DCP-300.

Sequencer Control Buttons — Used to record and play back songs recorded in the internal
sequencer (Song Recorder) of DCP-300.

13. Headphone Outputs — Plugging a set of headphones into Headphone Output number 1 will disable
the output from the internal speakers, allowing you to play without disturbing others. Plugging
headphones only into the second (bottom) headphone output will not affect the speakers.

14. MIDI Output — This standard 5-pin MIDI connector sends MIDI output signal, for connecting to a
computer or external MIDI device.

15. USB Connector — This is a standard USB 1.1 connector, for connecting to a computer’s USB port.

16. Aux Line In — These RCA connectors allow you to mix an external sound source (such as a CD player or
computer output) with the piano’s internal sounds, for playback through the piano’s built-in speakers
or headphone outputs.

17. Line Out — These RCA connectors can be used to connect the output of the piano to a stereo sound
system, keyboard amplifier, mixing console or audio recorder. The level of the Line Output is not
affected by the Master Volume slider.

18. Aux Input Level - This adjusts the input level of the signal connected to the Aux Line Inputs.

Once you have set a comfortable volume level, you may make adjustments to the bass and treble,
although many users will be satisfied with the 12 o’clock (neutral) position.

Be sure the
Master Volume is turned down before you put on
your headphones, and then gradually turn it up to a
comfortable level.

Note that plugging headphones only into the bottom
headphone output (Headphone Output 2) does not
automatically turn off the speakers. Headphone
Output 2 is designed for use at times when you wish
to practice quietly together with another person
(such as a student), with both people wearing
headphones. In this case, the speakers will still
remain off, since headphones are also plugged into

Headphone Output 1.

Using the Pedals

The pedal board has three pedals:

e Soft Pedal (Left Pedal): When this pedal is pressed,
notes will sound slightly softer than they normally
would if played with the same force without
pressing the pedal.

e Sostenuto Pedal (Middle Pedal): The Sostenuto
pedal acts as a selective damper pedal by sustaining
specifically chosen notes. To use it, play and hold
down a note or chord. Then press the sostenuto
pedal. After releasing the keys, only those notes
will continue to sustain until the sostenuto pedal is
released.

* Sustain Pedal (Right Pedal): When this pedal is
pressed, notes will continue to sustain even after the
keys are released.
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Selecting Different Sounds

The Voice Select buttons are used together with the Bank button to change the currently selected voice.
Under the Voice Select buttons are two rows of voice names (a top row and a bottom row). When the Bank
button is off (not lit), the voice select buttons may be used to activate any of the voices listed on the top row
(Bank A). When the Bank button is lit, voices from the bottom row (Bank B) may be selected.

In either case, the name of the currently selected voice will be shown on the LCD.

» Example of how to use the Voice Select buttons and the Bank button:

Using the Metronome

DCP-300 features a built-in metronome which can be used for practicing to a set tempo, and is also helpful
when recording tracks into the Song Recorder. The metronome will sound a high tone on the first beat of a bar,
and a lower tone on the remaining beats of the bar. The Metronome button’s LED will also flash in time.

The Touch Sensitivity setting, sometimes referred to as the velocity curve, lets you decide how the pressure
with which you hit a key determines the volume at which the note plays. DCP-300 provides you with three
different sensitivity options:

= Normal is the default setting, and is designed to be useful for most players with an “average” touch

(i.e.: people who play with an average amount of force).

Low is a sensitivity setting that generates lower velocity values for the same force. This setting is useful
for playing more quietly, even if you tend to strike the keys harder.

High is a sensitivity setting that generates higher velocity values for the same force. This setting is
useful for playing more loudly, even if you tend to strike the keys with less force.

Fixed is essentially the “off” setting, effective when when the Touch button is not lit. The same velocity
value is sent regardless of how hard or how softly you strike the keys. The default Fixed velocity value
is 100 (on a scale of 0-127), and can be adjusted (see next page).

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9 MIDI Functions

If you are an advanced MIDI user, this section will help you to access the MIDI controller capabilities of
DCP-300. If you already know that you need this specialized functionality, then this section is for you.
However, this information is not necessary in order to enjoy playing the piano.

MID], or Musical Instrument Digital Interface, is the way most electronic keyboards communicate with
computers and with each other. Through a series of MIDI messages a computer or keyboard can tell an
instrument what note to play, how loud to play it, when to stop playing it, and a host of other information.

DCP-300 can send MIDI information to a computer or another MIDI-capable instrument, via its MIDI or USB
output. This enables DCP-300 to act as a controller keyboard for another instrument, MIDI sequencer or MIDI-
enabled Digital Audio Workstation program. You can even use DCP-300 to directly input notes onto a musical

score using the included Sibelius First notation software.

Local On/Off

Turning the Local On/Off function to Off will disconnect the keyboard from the internal sound engine of
DCP-300. This means you can use DCP-300 as a MIDI controller to control other MIDI devices (or virtual
instrument software running on your computer) without playing the internal sounds of DCP-300. You may
also find other occasions (such as when you are using MIDI sequencing software on your computer) where it is
useful to turn Local off.

For example: If you decided that instead of using the sounds built into the included Sibelius First music
notation software, you would rather use the sounds built into DCP-300, you would choose DCP-300 as

the Playback Device in Sibelius (note that DCP-300 will show up as “USB Audio Device” on Windows XP
computers). You would then want to switch Local On/Off to “off” on the DCP-300 to avoid note “doubling”
(where notes you play on DCP-300 actually play twice at almost the same time, diminishing the available

polyphony).

While in MIDI Channel Edit Mode, pressing the Transpose up and down buttons together will reset the

Main MIDI Transmit Channel function back to its default value of Channel 1.
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Data Control Assign

Though it controls Voice Volume by default, the Data Control knob can be assigned to send control messages
for a variety of functions, including Octave, Master Tuning, MIDI Program Change, Tempo, and any of

the standard MIDI CC (Control Change) messages. A table containing all the possible Data Control knob
assignments can be found in Appendix C — Data Control Assignments and MIDI CC List.

Note that the Data Control Assignment is remembered after a power cycle.

» To change the assignment of the Data Control knob:

Press the Transpose Down and Tempo Down
buttons at the same time.

Regardless of the Data Control knob assignment, you can always adjust the Split Voice volume or Layer
Voice volume by holding down the Split or Layer button while turning the Data Control knob.
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10 Care and Maintenance

As with all furniture, avoid placing items directly on the piano (such as drink glasses, potted plants, etc.) that
may cause moisture damage to the piano’s finish.

Cleaning should be done with a soft, dry cloth (or if necessary, a slightly damp cloth). Chemical cleaning
products should not be used, as they may harm the piano’s finish.

11 Troubleshooting

Your DCP-300 digital piano has been tested under a wide variety of conditions to ensure trouble-free
performance. In the event that you do experience any difficulty, this section provides tips to help resolve some
basic issues you may encounter.

My piano keyboard is working correctly, but the pedals do not seem to be working.

Solution: Make sure the Pedal Board cable is firmly connected to the Pedal Connector on
the piano’s rear panel.

My piano is on with the volume turned up, but I do not hear any sound when I play the
keyboard.

Solution 1: Local On/Off may be set to Off, or the currently selected voice’s volume may
be turned down. In either case, a Piano Reset will fix the problem. To do a
Piano reset, press the Reverb button and Chorus button at the same time for
one second.

Solution 2: If the Master Volume knob is turned up, but you do not hear sound from
the piano’s built-in speakers, make sure nothing is plugged into Headphone
Output 1.

When I turn on the piano, the LCD does not light up, and I do not hear any sound.

Solution: Make sure one end of the AC cable is connected to the jack on the piano’s rear

panel, and that the other end is plugged into an electrical outlet. If the AC cable
is plugged into a power strip, make sure the power strip is switched on.

My piano is not being recognized by my music software.

Solution: The USB cable between the computer and the DCP-300 piano must be

connected (and the piano powered on) before the music software is launched.

With the USB cable connected and DCP-300 powered on, try quitting the
software and then launching it again.

Refer to the documentation which came with your software to learn how to
make sure DCP-300 is properly selected within the software.

Note that on Windows XP computers, DCP-300 will show up as
“USB Audio Device.”
