Thank you for purchasing the SFX-20. This international-standard high-speed digital facsimile transceiver has
many ouistanding features, including:

In order to use the SFX-20 effectively and keep it in good working order for a long tima, read this instruction manual
thoroughly and keep it for future reference.
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Precautions

Placement precautions

@ Avoid placing the SFX-20 in humid or dusty places, or in places where it will be exposed to excessive heat (direct
sunlight, heaters, etc.).

® Do not step on or set anything on the AC cord. DAMAGE TO THE AC CORD IS A SAFETY RISK AND CAN
CAUSE A FIRE.

@ nstall the unit only on a stable surface.

® Do nol connect the SFX-20 1o the same AC outlet as appliances that generate large amount of interference
{heaters with thermostats, appliances with motors, efc.}. It is best to use a completely separate electrical outlet.

@ Keep the SFX-20 away from water. I water accidentally anters the unit, unplug the AC power cord immediately.
DO NOT PLUG THE UNIT IN AGAIN. Contact an authorized Sanyo service center or dealer.
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Handling precautions

& Avoid bending, kinking or damaging the power cord.

@ Never insert or remove the power cord with wet hands. Alse, be sure to hold the cord by the plug when removing
it from the outlet,

& Do not remove any parts that are held in place with screws. (The SFX-20 does not contain any user-serviceable
items.)

@ Maintain standard room temperature 5°C-35°C(41°F-95°F) during use. Do not subject the unit to shock or
vibration. Do not move the unit while it is in use.

® A rapid increase in room temperature in cool weather can cause condensation to form inside the unit.  If this
happens, wait at least 15 minutes after tumning the unit on before attempting to operate it. Failure to do so may
result in paper jams and/or poor print quality.

® When cleaning the cover or operation panel of the unit, wipe gently using a damp cloth 1o which a small amount
of a neutral detergent has been added. NEVER USE SOLVENTS OR CHEMICALLY TREATED CLOTHS.

Unpacking

To unpack the SFX-20:

. Qpen the carton,

. Remove the accessories (handsel, racording paper roll, etc.) from the carton.

. Remove the fax machine along with the foarn braces on both sides.

. Remove the polyethylene wrapping around the fax machine.

. Remove the transportation tapes.

. Save the carton and the foam braces tor later storage and/or shipping.

. Place the machine where there is access to an AC outlet and a medular phong jack. (Be sure to observe the
precautions.)

You can switch the SFX-20 to fax reception modas from the connecied extension phone if a caller wants to transmit
a fax after a telephone conversation.

lYou can also use the connected extension phone to place a phone call when original documents are placed in
the original slot for timer transmission. (See page 52.)

lf an extension phona is picked up while a call is on hold at the unit, putting on hold is canceled and the extension
phone user can talk with the other party.

Automatic reduction

This feature is carried out in such a manner.

1.When you send a B4 width of document and the receiver's recording paper is A4, the sending machine reduces
the width of document from B4 to A4 automatically.

2 When you make a copy of B4 document while A4 recording paper is set, the feature switch{No. 50) of zoom copy
setting is affected as follows. :

SW 50 is setto ON

Zoom rate has a priority and the copy is carried out according to the zoom rate set by [MENU).

SW 50 is set to OFF

Autornatic reduction is carriad out.

So, the copy of B4 width of document is reduced to A4.

HlNotes on the suitability of documents:

¢ Allow ink and/or glue to dry completely before inserting a document,

® Do not transmit curled or felded documents.

® Make sure that any paper clips, staples or pins have been remaved from documents.

® When an original is carbon paper, waxed paper or vinyl-coated paper, use a photocopy of the original.
® Never use documents thicker than 0.15 mm (0.006%), metal sheets or cloth. Use a photocopy instead.

The SFX-20 alows you to select different con-
trast/halftone and resolution modes for fax transmission
and copying. Select the most suitable mode for your
original documents after placing the documents in the
original slot.

You can also set the SFX-20 either to remain in the
selected mode until another selection is made, or o te-
turn to the default mode afler each transmission/copying.

The thermal paper will start to discolor gradually at about 70°C (158°F).

It should not be exposed to heat, humidity or light, even when not in use.

To store it, take the following precautions.

1. Store in a dark, cool and dry place.
Avoid storing near heat-generating appliances or in enclosed places enclosed places subject to high tempera-
tures (the trunk of a car, for example).

2. Once the package is opened, use the paper as s00n as possible,

Handiing precautions

1. If the thermal paper is touched with swealy hands, fingerprints or smeared imagses may result.

2. If the thermal paper is rubbed against a hand, eoloring may be caused by heat due 1o friction.

3. Coloring or erasure may occur if oil or other chemicals are allowed to come into contact with the paper.

MwWhen gluing, use only water-soluble glue (commercially available).

Bwhen some adhesive tapes are used, coloring may result. The use of double-sided tapes on the back of the
paper is recommended.
