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0 1/SAFETY INFORMATION

e \When using the 12/24V in-car adapter, the compact fridge should not be left connected for long
periods of time when the engine is not running.

e Unplug this device during lightning storms or when not in use for long periods of time to prevent
damage to the device.

e DO NOT open or remove covers, doing so may expose you to dangerous voltages or other
hazards.

e The supply voltage should be the same as that indicated in the technical specifications and the
appliance rating plate.

e In order to disconnect the device from the mains completely switch off the outlet and remove the
mains plug completely.

e Do not bend, stretch or pull the supply cable in order to avoid electric shock.

e Avoid using locations where dust or other airborne contamination may be drawn into the fan.

e Allow at least 5 inches of distance from the back and sides of the device to permit proper air
circulation and heat dispersal.

e Never leave the fridge running in poorly ventilated areas e.g. a car’s trunk.

e The installation of DC power on board must be performed by a professional electrician.

e Do not use electrical products inside the freezer.

e After initially unpacking the freezer, let it stand for at least 6 hours before powering on.

e The freezer should be operated in a well-ventilated area away from heat sources and direct
sunlight.

e Do not soak the freezer with water. If water accumulates inside the freezer, use a cloth to dry the
condensation. Do not pour water out of the freezer.

@ Press the © 2 " button again to select a low voltage protection level - L, medium voltage
protection level - M, or high voltage protection level - H. The factory default is “H”.

O8/TROUBLESHOOTING

Freezeris not working

e Check if the power supply is faulty.

e Check the plug to ensure it is in a good contact.

e Check if the cigarette lighter fuse has blown.

e Check if the power switch on the display panel is on.

e After turning the freezer on, there is a three-minute
compressor delay safety. Check if the freezer turns on after
three minutes.

e Check if the compressor turns on.

Excessive freezing inside
the refrigerator

e The temperature is set too low.
e Confirm the door is closed and the seal is intact.
e Make sure the inside of the freezer is dry before use.

It sounds like water is
running inside the freezer

e This is the normal sound of flowing refrigerant.

Water droplets accumulate
around the shell or door seal

e \When the moisture in the air meets the cold shell of the
freezer, it condenses into water droplets. This condensation
can be wiped off with a towel.

The compressor starts loudly

e \When the compressor initially starts, the motor will usually
run at a high speed. This produces a loud noise, but it will
decrease after the speed has stabilized.

Inaccurate
Temperature displayed

e If items put inside are too hot, the internal temperature will
be uneven while the temperature stabilizes.

e Frequently opening and closing the freezer door causes
varying air flow, resulting in an unstable internal temperature.

e Make sure that the unit of your thermometer matches the
unit of the freezer display.
