Product introduction and main features

|. Product introduction

1. Air inlet structure
In the air inlet portion left lower of the dryer there's a PTC heating device, through which the air
is guided from the air inlet into the drum by rotation of the dryer drum and impeller driven by the
motor. The heating device is a positive temperature coefficient (PTC) semi-conductor heater of
self-control of temperature and high safety provided with a 70°C thermo-limiter.
At the air inlet a filter screen is provided to keep air clean and free of impurities.

2. Drum portion
The support plate front of the drum is installed on the dryer cabinet with 6 connectors. Awhite
felt and a wear-resistant tetrafluoroethylene wearing piece are attached on the drum support
plate. The drum front and rear sealing is made with felt. The drum rear part is mounted with
nuts on the shaft rivetted on the drum support bracket where the air impeller and antiwear
spacer are installed.
The air outlet filter screen is installed in the drum. Take care the filter fixed on the drum with
screws shall be carefully cleaned when cleaning the filter screen.

3. Exhaust portion
The air from the drum is exhausted through the air outlet grill, filter screen, air impeller and
the exhaust duct. The exhaust direction can be altered by adding an exhaust pipe.

4. Door and control panel structure
The door lock adopts a drawing structure which can be opened by pulling the door handle.
The door switch is installed between the front panel and drum supporter. The projecting arm
at middle part of the door projects or releases the link lever of the door switch to connect or
disconnect the door switch.
The operation is easy and simple. The door switch is installed between the front panel and
the drum supporter. It is safe enough.

11. Clean lint screen before or after each load.

12.Keep area around the exhaust opening and adjacent surrounding areas free from the accumulation of lint,
dust, and dirt.

13.The interior of the appliance and exhaust duct should be cleaned periodically by qualified service
personnel.

14. Do not place items exposed to cooking oils in your dryer. ltems contaminated with cooking oils may
contribute to a chemical reaction that could cause a load to catch fire.

15.Keep your dryer away from combustible materials (such as gasoline) during operation to prevent the risk
of fire.

16.Do not use or place stove, gas device, water heater, tinder or similarities close to your dryer. Do not install
or store this appliance where it will be exposed to water and/or to the weather.

17.The tumble dryer is not to be used if chemicals have been used for cleaning.

18.The tumble dryer is intended only for drying textile material washed in water.

19.There has to be adequate ventilation to avoid the back flow of gases into the room from appliances
burning other fuels including open fires, when operating the tumble dryer.

20.Lint is not to be allowed to accumulate around the tumble dryer.

21.For appliances with ventilation openings in the base, that a carpet must not obstruct the openings.

22.Exhaust air must not be discharged into a flue which is used for exhausting fumes from appliances
burning gas or other fuels.

23.If material has been used with any flammable liquids or solids it should not be used in the dryer until all
traces of the flammable liquids and its fumes have been removed.

24.This dryer shall be connected to a three-wire, single phase, 120V AC power receptacle more than 15A,
which must be reliably grounded. A leakage protector shall be used, if possible.

25.Do not share a receptacle with other appliances. Do not use it when a plug loosely inserted into a receptacle.

26.When normally using, the power cord of dryer shall be easily plugged or unplugged by hand. It must be
unplugged during power blackout, moving, not in use or cleaning. Do not plug or unplug the power cord with
wet hands.

27.Always disconnect dryer from electrical supply before attempting any service. Disconnect power cord by
grasping the plug, not the cord.

28.Do not block the exhaust vent when dryer operating to prevent it from overheating or other dangers.

29.Do not let your dryer operate on packing foam. Otherwise it maybe cause fire since heat accumulation or
other external factors.

30.0nly place sufficiently dehydrated clothes into your dryer for drying to prevent leakage and longer drying
time.

31.Do not place washed wet clothes in your dryer for a long time not drying them (which may result in water
leakage).

32.Don't touch the intake for the high temperature during the drying cycle.
33.Do not exceed dryer rated Max. Capacity.

34.The appliance must not be installed behind a lockable door, a sliding door or a door with a hinge on the
opposite side to that of the tumble dryer.

35.Do not excessively bend, stretch, twist, bind power cord or put heavy stuff on it. Keep the terminator of
power cord clean. Carefully clean it with dry cloth if dusts accumulated. If damaged, power cord or plug
must be replaced by our service agent or qualified after-sale service person to avoid the risk of danger.
