Installation

system.

1. To transfer files from Windows XP (source) to Windows Vista
(destination), download the Windows Easy Transfer (WET)
software from the Microsoft website and install the software onto
the XP computer:

To transfer files from Windows XP/ Windows Vista (source)

to Windows 7/ 8 (destination), first run the Windows Easy
Transfer software on the Windows 7/ 8 computer and follow
the instructions to copy the software onto the older operating
system.

2. Once the proper version of Windows Easy Transfer is installed on
both computers, connect the USB Transfer cable between the two
computers.
