- Answer a second call without hanging up the first call by pressing
the MFB for 1second. Press the MFB for 1second to return to the
original call.

- Briefly press the MFB to terminate both calls at once.

Call Reject*

- Activate Call Reject by pressing the MFB for 1second when the
handset rings.
