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Trouble Shooting:
If your keyboard or remote control can not work after installation, please

check followings:

a. Make sure you have connected the receiver correctly to the computer;
the receiver has been properly plugged onto computer’'s USB port.

b. Make sure you have inserted AA batteries each into keyboard and remote,
and they are compartment correctly. (4 pcs for keyboard,2 pcs for remote)

c. If without any interference, such as other computer peripherals, the
working distance (the distance between keyboard and the receiver) is about
10 meters.

d. If using more than two units and interfere occurred, please reset ID again.
