Admission Guidelines

Want to know how competitive your UWs will be? The “Admitted
50% GPA” range for new freshmen at each campus means that
half of the students admitted had a GPA within that range. This
means that 25% of students had a GPA below that range and
25% of students had a GPA above that range.

Many high schools consider GPA on different scales and some
do not report GPA or class rank at all. Each UW campus will
consider both GPA and rank in the context of your school.

Here’s the deal. Across the country, schools often

use slightly different names for the same majors. For
example, a major in Accounting at one campus might be
called Finance at another. That can make it challenging
to find what you’re looking for. So, how do you find out
which campuses are a good academic fit? We have two
recommendations.

1. Keep it simple

Don’t get caught up trying to cross-reference majors
across campuses. All you really want to know is if a
campus will let you study the things that interest you.
The UW Journey app is great for that. You can also
search and filter for any UW programs of interest to
you at apply.wisconsin.edu/find-a-program.

2. Ask

Every UW will work with you to make sure you get the
education you need. Once you have narrowed your
choices down, ask your UWs what majors they offer in
your area of interest. Then, you can compare actual
classes to see which UWs sound most interesting.

Use a good email address

You should use an email address you know you will have access
to in the future. For example, try not to use your high school
email address because you probably won’t be able to access it
after you graduate.

Major emphases and concentrations

Some majors require you also choose a specific emphasis or
concentration for your study. For example, Engineering may
require you to specify Mechanical or Electrical Engineering.

Uploading documents

There are four types of files you can upload to help speed up
your application process: your high school transcript, your high
school schedule, your college course schedule (if you took any
college courses in high school), and your resume (not required).
Each file needs to be saved as a PDF and under 10 MB.

Applying to multiple campuses

You can apply to multiple UN campuses at the same time.
You’ll still customize your application for each campus, but

you won’t have to re-enter all your details like transcripts and
personal information. At the end of your first application,
simply click the “Apply to More Campuses” button and you’ll be
on your way.

15 to Finish

While you're getting a jump on things, it’s a good
time to start planning out how you will approach
your courses in college too. If you want to get your
bachelor’s degree in four years, or your associate
degree in two, you’ll need to average 15 credits per
semester (or 30 credits per year) to graduate on
time. That’s good to know early, so you can start
strong and plan how to keep on track.

Start with the

The federal government is the largest source of student
financial aid. Start by seeing if you qualify for federal
assistance — complete the Free Application for Federal
Student Aid (FAFSA). Almost every campus awards some

You can list up to 10
colleges on your FAFSA where your information will be
sent.
