To log out using the Power switch:
Toggle the Power button on the rear panel to turn off the HCVR. This method does not require
that you enter the username and password to complete the operation.
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The Web service contains the same functions as are available in local operation.

Note: There might be a slight difference in the screen depending on the model. The following
examples are for the 8-channel product.

4.1 Network Connection
Before Web operation, check the following items:

1. Verify that you have a valid network connection.

2. Verify that the HCVR and PC network setup is correct. Refer to network setup (Setup > Network).

3. Ping the HCVR IP address (***.***.***.***) to verify that the connection is good. The return TTL value
is usually less than 255.

4. Open abrowser window and input the HCVR IP address. The system automatically downloads
the latest Web control and overwrites the previous one if necessary.

5. To uninstall the Web control, run uninstall Webrec3.0.bat. Alternatively, you can go to
C\Program Files\Webrec to remove a single folder. Before you un-install, be sure close all Web
pages to avoid errors.

Note: The HCVR supports most Web browsers, such as Internet Explorer, Safari, Firefox and
Chrome. The device only supports 1-channel monitor on the Apple PC.

Sharpness: This setting adjusts the edge of the video. The value ranges from O to 100. The larger the
value is, the clearer the edge, and vice versa.

In this way, the local transmission using high-bit stream can achieve HD storage and
the network transmission adopting low bit stream suitable for the fluency requirements of the 3G
network such as WCDMA, EVDO, TD-SCDMA.

GPS. Global Positioning System is a satellite system, protected by the US military, safely orbiting
thousands of kilometers above the earth.

On-off value. This is the non-consecutive signal sampling and output. It includes remote sampling
and remote output. It has two statuses: 1/0.

PPPoE. Point to Point Protocol over Ethernet is a specification for connecting multiple computer
users on an Ethernet local area network to a remote site. Now the popular mode is ADSL and it
adopts PPPoE protocol.
