Why is there a book icon on the Home screen?

A new service book is available on your device.

Why does the device screen turn off?

When you do not use your device for a period of
time, the screen turns off to conserve battery
power.

How do I connect my device to the BlackBerry
Desktop Software?

If the desktop software is installed on your
computer, your device should connect to the
desktop software automatically when you connect
your device to the computer. If your device does
not connect, open the BlackBerry Desktop
Software.

2. In the drop-down list, click the correct port.
3. Click Connect.

If the connection problems continue, close the
BlackBerry Desktop Software and disconnect your
device.
