¢ Offer compliments and encouragement regularly

* Expose your child to a wide variety of music, including live concerts
and recordings of musicians who play your child’s instrument

e Help your child build a personal music library

* Encourage your child to make a minimum two-year commitment to
his or her music studies

If Your Child Uses a School-Owned Instrument

There are a limited number of instruments available at each school.
In order for first-year students to receive basic instruction, school-
owned instruments are available for only one year. Continued
progress is required in order to keep the instrument for the whole
school year. At the close of the year, the school instrument must be
returned in playing condition.

It is your responsibility to pay for the instrument if it is lost or stolen,
or for the cost of any damage to the instrument or case. The school
district does not have insurance on school-owned or student-owned
instruments so parents are responsible for lost or stolen instruments
at the school site.

47th Annual
Elementary Festival Concert

The Bakersfield City School District sponsors the Elementary Festival Concert,
held each May at the Mechanics Bank Arena. More than 1,000 students
perform in the String Ensemble, Elementary Honor Orchestra, Festival Chorus,
and Recorder Ensemble.

String Ensemble includes students who are selected for participation by their
school’s Instrumental Music Teacher. Selected students must attend two (2)
Saturday rehearsals. A letter will go home informing parents of students
selected.

The Elementary Honor Orchestra is an “audition only” group featuring the
most advanced string, woodwind, brass, and percussion students from the
District’s elementary schools. Students who audition for the Honor Orchestra
must also attend two (2) Saturday rehearsals.

Festival Chorus is comprised of 4th-6th grade students who are selected
for participation by their school’s Glee Club Teacher. A letter will go home
informing parents of student selection. Festival Chorus students must
memorize all of their music and attend all rehearsals.

Recorder Ensemble is comprised of select third grade students from
throughout the district. Students are selected for participation by music teacher
recommendation. Recorder Ensemble students must memorize all of their
music.
