Getting Started

Welcome to the RSA Keon Validation Server (Keon VS)—an advanced OCSP server, 
able to simultaneously validate the current certificate status for multiple CAs. Each 
configured CA may have its own policy including the method for obtaining status 
information and whether or not requests must be signed. Keon VS also supports 
multiple key pairs for signing OCSP responses and the forwarding or proxying of 
OCSP requests to another OCSP responder.

The RSA Keon Validation Server Getting Started guide provides helpful information 
about using Keon VS and points users to relevant sections in the Keon VS 
documentation.
