Specified operating environment
The following hardware and software requirements apply to COBOL for AIX.

¢ COBOL for AIX, Version 2 and its generated object programs run on any
processors that are supported by IBM AIX, Version 5.1 or later. These processors
must be configured with at least one supported display, keyboard, and mouse.

* An SVGA 800 x 600 display (1024 x 764 recommended)

* A CD-ROM drive

* 96 MB of memory (128 MB, or higher, recommended)

* 120 MB of disk space for the COBOL compiler, tools, and documentation

Installing product images

Notes to users

1. If you have a version of COBOL for AIX (Version 2 or Version 1, which was called
COBOL Set for AIX) currently installed on your system, you must uninstall all files
before installing COBOL for AIX.

2. If you are updating the debugger from an older debugger version on AIX, you might
see messages labeled sysck. You can ignore those messages.

3. Installation implies acceptance of the license agreement.

Uninstalling COBOL for AIX or COBOL Set for AIX
To uninstall COBOL for AIX or COBOL Set for AIX using installp:
1. Log on as a user with root authority.
2. Enter the following command on the AIX command line:
installp -u cobol SdU x1db ipfx sde smartsort idebug
This command uninstalls all file sets from your system.

To uninstall COBOL Set for AIX using the System Management Interface Tool
(SMIT):

You must have root user access to uninstall this product.

1. At the command line, type smit install_remove and press Enter. The Remove
Installed Software window opens.

2. On the SOFTWARE Name line, press PF4. A list of the available software file
sets appears.

3. Select all COBOL, SdU, xIdb, ipfx, sde, smartsort, and idebug file sets, and then
press Enter.

Some file sets might not uninstall if they are required by other, installed products.

Installing from CD-ROM
To begin:
1. Insert the CD-ROM into the appropriate drive.
2. Log on as a user with root authority.

You can use INSTALLP from the command line to install or you can use SMIT.

Using INSTALLP to install COBOL for AIX

If you want to install just COBOL for AIX, log on as a user with root authority, and
issue the following command:

installp -acgY -d /dev/cd0 cobol

If you want to install all shipped components instead of just the COBOL compiler
and library, log on as a user with root authority, and issue the following command:

installp -ac -d /dev/cdO all

Installing IBM COBOL for AIX 3
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Note to users

The SMIT windows might vary with the level of the AIX operating system. The
descriptions that follow use the windows that the most users will see.

Using SMIT to install COBOL for AIX

You can start the System Management Interface Tool (SMIT) by entering the
following command on the AIX command line:

smit
SMIT presents a menu-driven environment for the installation process.

To verify the amount of space needed for the installation, choose the following
settings on the SMIT Install Software Products at Latest Level panel before you
install COBOL for AIX:

e PREVIEW only? (install operation will NOT occur)
¢ VERIFY install and check file sizes

To preview the license agreement, choose the following setting on the SMIT Install
and Update from ALL Available Software panel before you install COBOL for AIX:

e Preview new LICENSE agreements?

The system makes additional resource checks during installation. You can also
specify the following installation option in SMIT:

EXTEND file systems if space needed

To install:

Select Software Installation and Maintenance from the first panel.
Select Install and Update Software from the next panel.

Select Install and Update from ALL Available Software.

Select the installation CD from the list of available CDs.

In the Software to Install field, type AllL

Select Yes as the value for the Accept New License Agreements? field.

No ook owDd

Accept the rest of the default values and proceed with the installation.

When the installation is complete, you can exit from SMIT.
