INSTRUCTIONS FOR INSTALLATION, MAINTENANCE
AND USE

GENERAL INDICATIONS

Before installing and sing the hood, be sure that the voltage
(¥} and the frequancy (Hz) indicated on the feature plate match
the vaitage and frequency af the installation site,

The feature piate and techrica data are shown on the inside
of the product,

This hood is equipped with an extendible tube which allows it
to be adjusted o the height of the stove,

INSTALLATION

The hood can be instelied to work in two cifferent ways:

i there is a possibiity of installing the hood with an gxhaust
pipe o the ottside, it will be used in Suction mods. if this pos-
gibifity does not exist, the hood will be used in Filtering mode
whereby air is recircufatad by active carbon fitters.

Suction

if the hood is to be installed as a SUCTION hood, cennect ihe
plastic conical outlet piece (H) supplied with the hood (125
mm diameter) to an exhaust pipe connected divectly to the
outside. {Fig. 1.

We recommend the use of the 125 mm dismeter pipe for bet-
ter performance and lower aclse levels,

Fitter

This hood can be fransformed into an air purifier if thers is4
possibillty of connecting it to the outside. T
In this case, air Is circuiated through opening F {Figure 2. In
order for the hood te function as a filtering puriier, two active
carbon filters, suppliegd as separate accessories, must be
ased. The active carbon filters must b replaced periodically
to work properly, at least once every three montis {depending
on the frecuaency with which the hood is used). (Fig. 4).

NOTE: Do not conaect ihe hood to chimneys, ventilation

pipes of hot air pipgs. Before connecting any pipes, consuiL

municips) ordinances on exhaust alr and request permission
from the person in charge of the building. Be sure there is ade-
quate ventilation, even in cases where the hood is to be used
simuttaneously with another product.

Wall mouniing

The accessorles needed ko install the hood are inside the
hood. oL

~The hood must be installsd at a minimum distance of 66 cm
from the stovetep. e

— Place the attached jig in the focation where the hood isto e
rounted and attach with achesive tape. {

— Drift holes in the wall using a & mm drill bit. '

- The plugs and screws neaded to hang the hood are contal-
ned in the bag of accessaries supplied with the hood.

Electrical connection
Conaect the cord to a sockst or omnipolar switch which must
have a minimum contact opening distance of 3 mm.

The manufacture shall not be liable in the event that all safety
reguiations in force for the correct and normal operation of
elactrical parts are not observed.

This hood complies with European Directives EG No. 76/889
EFC and 82/499 £G on protection against radial interference.
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Assembly of Decorative Extendible Tube

— Mark the wall at the location of support E (Figure 2) accor-
ding to the heights and specifications shown on the atta-
ched jig.

- Drill hotes in the wall, piace plugs in the holes and attach
support E with screws,

— Place tuba A wilh the extendible part 8 hanging or the insi-
de, making sure that flange D is correctly ledged in the sup-
port £ {fig. 2).

— Next, seciira support G to the upper end of the wall, making
sure that 1L is properly aligned with the extendibie {ube.
Extend the movable pat of tube B until it seaches support e
and connect o the support with the two side screws. {Fig.
5).

INTROL PANEL
This panel Is located o the front of the hood and includes:

-3 position switch condrols the motor (1st, 2nd, and 3rd-

speed) (Figure 6, Ref. D),
- Lighting cantrel lamp, Fig. 6. Ref. E.
- Motor controf lamps. Fig. 6, Ref. G.
— Light switch (Figure 6, Ref. )

TIMING

To operate the canopy timer, having selected the speed, press
the button for 2 seconds until the lumingus led blinks. The
tirmer will then work for 15 minutes.

A the end of tis time the motar will stop and the light wit go
out. ¥ it i stifl on, and you wish to cancel the timing, press the
fimar bution once and the motar will stop.

MAINTENANCE

~ Cleaning
Before any type of operation, always make sure that the
electrical cord is discannected and the switch is in the off
position,
Clean the external part with a mid, liquid detergent and
avaid the use of abrasive cleaning preducts.

‘Changing the light

" Belors changing the Eght make sure that the hood is not

connected,

Hermove the grease filter (Figure 3) and replace the light with
a light bulb of 70 more than 50 W.

Place the filter in position,

IMPORTANT WARNING FOR EXTRACTOR HOODS WiTH
HALOGEN LAMPS

If the halogen lamps have to be replaced, they must be
replaced by lamps with an alumirium refiector, never
dichroic Tamps, to avoid unnacessary overheating in the
lamp holders.

- Cleaning the grease fiiter.

Depanding on use, and at leastonce a month, the grease fi-
ters should be disassembled (Figure §) and cleaned in a
dishwasher or with hot soapy water.

If washed in a dishwasher they should be placed in an
upright position to prevent food remaing from falling on
them.

After rinsing ang drying, replace the fillers by fatiowing the
steps for disassembly in reverse order,

IMPORTANT

Never leave frying food unattended since grease can overha-
at and catch fire. The #isk of fire is even greater in the case of
used ail

Never use the hood In areas where devices with exhaust pipes
connected to tha outside are already operating unless perfect
ventilation can be guarantesd.

To avoid the possibilty of fire, adhere strictly to all of the
recommendations included here and to the periodic cleaning
of the grease filters.

During an electrostatic discharge (EST) i is possible that the
device will stop working. By switching the device OFF an ON
the device will again work as intended, There is no risk appear.
