»Before use

= Make sure skin is clean before and afler wse. Failure bo do 50 can cawse infection and
inflammation.

= Wi strongly recommend thal you do nol use the appiance if you have eczrema or other skin
conditions, rashas, sensitive skin, pronaness to infections, vancosa veins, diabates, hemophilia
of poot blood clalting,

= Uksing just before swimming and sports activities or sharing usa with famiy or friends can resull
in bactaria entering the skin and cawsing damage and inflammation.

= Turning on the applance without an epilation attached cause finger injury, hair entanglement in
the spinning gears or mechanical malunclion.

= Tha following things can cawse skin damage, injury, inflammation, pain, bleading, sensitive skin
OF Severe pain,
- Using the appliance il the epilation discs or the skin prolector have been damaged.
- Using on or near your face, genitals, wars, pimples, bruises, rashes, wounds or loose skin,
= Apphying strong pressune to the skin, repeabedly moving over the same area or using a
Jjabbing motion,
- Using bafore or during mensiruation, during pregnancy, for about cne month after giving birth,

The applance can be uzed for weal of dry epilation, The fallewing ls the symbal for a wel epiatar.
It means that the appliance may be used in a bath or shower.
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= Safety precautions

= W strongly recommand thal you do nal drop of bang the appliance as the skin prolector of the
epilation disca may be damaged,

* The movement of the discs makes some noise bul this is perfectly normal.

* Tha appliance is nod for usa by or on children or invalids. Close supervision is necessany when
used near children or invalids,

* The following things can cause mechanical malfunction.
= Using nail polish remosar, benzine, alcohal, ele. 1o clean the appliance.
= Leaving the appkance where il wil be exposed o high temperatures or direct sunlight.

+ Conlact an aulhorized service cender il the epilator gets damaged.

C\ Replacing batteries (Fig. [ )

When the discs speed decreases, this indicates thal the batteries should be replaced with new
oNes.
* Bafore replacing the batieras, wipe the epilator free of moksture to prevent the inside from
gelting wet.
* D nol usa this epilalor wilh weak batianes.
* Remova the batteries when not using the epilator for a long time.
Make sure the switch is in the off position, then remove the battery cover,
= Always grasp the while portion of the apdator when removing the battery cover,
= W strongly recommend that you do not let your fingars touch the switch.
(2) msert two AAA alkaline batteries as llustrated.

Reattach thi battery cover,
= Listen for the chicking sound assuring you the cover has been properly attached.

C\ Wetifoam epilation

(1) wet your skin.

(2) Remove the cap and attach the head frame.

@Hﬁ:usmllqumwnﬂquu body soap on the discs to move the epilator
smoothly.

(4 wiet the discs.

Slide the ondoff switch and then epilate.
= Foam makes tha epilabor shde babler, so you may move il fasi. Make sure the epdator is
appled ol a right angle 1o your skin and press genlly while moving i slowly, Abvays wash
the discs well afler use 1o remove any residual soap.
=Dy epilation
You can also epiate withoul wetting your skin or the discs.

C\ For best epilation results

Apply the epilator at a right angle to your skin and press gently while moving it slowly
against the hair growth. (Fig.[2] )

+ W recommend trimming halrs before epilating for the firsd time Il you have not aplated for a
lang fime.

* Rub your skin ta i# shor hairs,

* W strongly recommend thal you de not vse for hairs longer than 5 mm.

= Wa recommend epiating in the evening at first so any possible reddening can disappear

avernighl. Cool the skin with a cold lowel if you feel pain or there is a rash,

* Wa recommend regular use of massage or exfoliation bo prevant ingrowm hairs.

= Moving the appliance correctly (Fig. (3] )

Underarms: Move in several directions as underarm hair grows in different directions,

Bilini line: Move the epilator slowly sgairst the hair growth with siretching your skin. (Fig. [3] )
* Always use only in the shaded area. (Fig.[5] )

c Cleaning the epilator (Fig. (8 )

Swalch off the applance before cleaning.

= Always attach the caps when storing the epilaor.

B Washing your epilator

Abvays clean the frames and disce after uas to keep tham in a hygienic state.

* Take care nol o damage the skin prolector during cleaning.

@Hmmfrm by holding down the frame reléase buttan and placing your
fingers on the tabs on the front and back of the main body.

(2 Turn the switch on and then pour a lttle water onto the discs.

Wash the head frame with water to remowve any hair.
= We shrongly recomemend Thal you do nol use hol waler lo wash the appliance,

(#) Turn the switch off and then wipe the appliance with a dry cloth.
C Cleaning your epilator with the supplied brush

You can also clean the epilation head frame with the brush.
