PREFACE

The AW-PSB00 is an AC adaptor for outdcor panitilt
head for the Panasonic series of converlible cameras.
An outdoor panftilt head system can be built by combin-
ing this adaptor with the outdoor panftiit head AW-
PHB00 and the camera housing AW-CHE00.



MAJOR OPERATING CONTROLS AND THEIR FUNCTIONS




© cover
Remove lever lock screw @, pull lever @ in the
arrow direction, and open the cover before starting
connection. To close the cover, reverse the above:
Close the cover, then tighten the lever lock screw
securgly.

O Lever
The cover can be opened by pulling the lever in the
arrow direction.

© Lever lock screw
For safety. be sure to keep this screw tightened
during use after finishing the work.

O DC power unit
This unit supplies a DC output of 15V, 8 A (maxi-
mum) when an AC input of 120 V is supplied.

© Power switch [POWER ON/OFF]
This switch is used to supply AC power to the DC
power unit. Keep the switch in the ON position dur-
ing use.

@ Fuse holder/fuse
A fuse for protecting the DC power unit is in the
fuse holder. A burnt fuse may be caused by a DC
power unit defect. In such a case, ¢ensult the store

where you purchased it.

@ AC power input terminal board [AC IN L/N]
This terminal board is for ¢onnecting AC input
power. {AC 120V, 60 Hz, 1.4 A)

© DC output terminal board [DC OUT +/~/SERVICE

This terminal board is for supplying DC power of 15
V to the panftilt head and camera housing.
SERVICE IN is the control terminal for the service
switch relay, which can be turned on and off from
the ¢conirel panel.

This switch refay permits contact ON/OFF control
from a control panet (AW-BP301, AW-RP305, AW-
RP501, or AW-RP505).

() Bushing for AC power input cable [AC IN]
This bushing holds the AC input cable in place. It
is good for cables 4 mm to 10 mm in diameter.

® Bushing for DC power output cable [DC 15V
OUT/SERVICE IN]
This bushing holds the DC output cable in place. It
is good for cables 13 mm to 18 mm in diamater.
