Place the belt over the belt pulley on the agitator unit NOTE There I1s a place for the belt
to fit on one end of the agitator assembly only Replace both washers and end caps, see
illustration below for correct assembly After assembling the belt, washers and end caps
place the agitator assembly back into the nozzle housing by aligring each end cap

After completing the assembily, rotate the brush, turning 1t by hand to assure that
it rotates smoothly and the part 1s assembled correctly
