1 POWER SOURCE CAUTION
Operate only from a power source indicated on the unit or in
this manual. If necassary, have your Electric Utility Service
Company or Video Products Dealer verity the power source
in your home.

2 POLARIZED OR GROUNDING PLUG

a Eolarized power cord plug (one blade is wider than the
other), or a three-wire grounding type plug.
