| INSTALLATION |

1 POWER SOURCE CAUTION
Operate only from a power source indicated on the unit
or in this manual.

2 POLARIZED OR GROUNDING PLUG

QOutdoor Antenna Connection

Unhook the antenna from your previous TV
or VCR and connect it to the back of the
Combination VCR as shown in the diagram.

Cable Connections

(A) Without a Converter/Descrambler Box
With this connection, you can use your
Combination VCR remote control to select
channels for viewing and select unscrambled
channels for timer recording. Scrambled
channels may not be viewed or recorded with
this connection.

(B) With a Converter/Descrambler Box
With this connection, you may record and view
any channel including scrambled channels.
