Using your washing machine in an
efficient and environmentally friendly
manner:

— Add detergent according to the
degree of soiling, amount of
laundry and water hardness,
and observe the detergent
manufacturer’s instructions.

Standard accessories

Several accessories are enclosed with
your washing machine. Check that all
the accessories for your model are
enclosed. If specific parts are missing,
contact your dealer immediately.

—  Supply hose (blue mark)
—  Water drainage hose.

— Covers for placing over the
openings when the transportation
bolts have been removed.

Installation surface

Stability is important to prevent the
washing machine from “wandering”
during the spin cycle.

The installation surface must be solid
and level. Soft floor surfaces, such as
carpets or surfaces with foam
backing, are not suitable.

If the washing machine is to be
installed on a wooden floor:

O If possible, install the washing
machine in a corner.

O  Screw a water resistant wooden
board (min. 30 mm thick) to the
floor.

O Secure the front feet of the
washing machine with holding
brackets.

Holding brackets (set) can be
obtained from a specialist store
or the Customer Service

(WMZ 2200).

Q4 The appliance cannot be
top-mounted.

O  The appliance cannot be built
under.

Installation of base
If the washing machine is installed on

a base (order no. WMZ 20400), follow
the instructions in the operating
manual!

Storing the transportation
protection devices

Always keep the transport bolts for
subsequent transportation of the
appliance (e. g. when moving house).

Aligning the washing
machine

All four appliance feet must be firmly
on the ground. The washing machine
must not wobble.

Align the washing machine with the
aid of the four height-adjustable feet
and a spirit level:

Q0 Loosen the lock nut 1 using the
wrench.

0 Adjust the height by rotating the
foot 2.

Q Tighten the lock nut 1 against the
housing.

Connecting the power
Attention

Connect the washing machine only to
an alternating current via a correctly
installed earthed socket.

The mains voltage must correspond
to the voltage specification on the
washing machine (nameplate).

Connected load and the required fuse
are indicated on the rating plate.

Ensure that:

Q0  The mains plug and socket
are compatible,

U The cable cross-section is
adequate,

0 The earthing system has been
installed correctly.

The mains cable may be changed
(if required) by an electrician only.

A replacement mains cable can be
obtained from customer service.

Do not use multiple plugs /
connectors or extension cables.

In the event that an earth-leakage
circuit breaker is to be used, only use
types marked with the following
symbol: [&X]. Only this symbol can
guarantee compliance with all current
regulations.

Do not pull out the mains plug
by tugging the cable.

Do not insert/pull out the mains plug
with wet hands.

Operate the washing machine with
cold drinking water only. Do not

connect to the mixer tap of an
unpressurised hotwater apparatus.

Only use the new delivered supply and
drainage hoses. Never connect old
used hoses.

The water inlet hose must not be
— kinked or crushed,

— modified or severed (strength is
no longer guaranteed).

Plastic threads must only be tightened
by hand. Do not remove the strainers
from the water supply hoses.

0 After connecting the supply hose,
turn on the tap and check that
water comes out.

Visible soiling and/or stains.

- Kitchen towels used for up to
one week.

— Fabric serviettes.
— Baby bibs.

—  Children’s outer clothing or
football jerseys and shorts
soiled with grass and/or earth.

— Working clothes such as overalls
or baker’s and butcher’s coats.

Typical stains

— Skin grease, cooking oil/fat,
sauces, mineral oil, wax
(containing fat/oil).

— Tea, coffee, red wine, fruit,
vegetables.

— Blood, egg, milk, starch (con-
taining protein, carbohydrate).

— Soot, earth, sand (pigments),
tennis clothing soiled with red
clay.

Removing stains

Remove/pretreat stains as soon as
possible after they have occurred.

First dab with a soapy solution.
Do not rub.

Then select the appropriate
programme and wash the item.
Several washing cycles may
sometimes be required in order to
remove stubborn / dried in stains.

Dispensing the
correct amount of detergent
relieves the strain on the
environment and ensures
optimum washing results.

Too little detergent:

the laundry is not washed clean and
eventually becomes grey and hard.
Greyish-brown dots (grease spots)
may stain the laundry. The heating
elements are calcifying.

Too much detergent:
Environmentally incompatible,
excessive foam reduces wash
agitation causing poor washing
and rinsing results.
