Head care

To ensure good sound quality for tape operation,
be sure to clean the head after approximately
every 10 hours of use,

Clean the portions which centact the tape (the
shaded portions in the figure below) with a cotton
swab dampened with a little alcohol.

Do not bring metal articles or magnetic material,
such as a screwdriver, near the head assembly.

Main unit

Clean it with a ¢loth, dampened in a mild sclution
of scap and water.

Head demagnetization
