1. Tune in a station to be stored.

3. Press and hold one of the memory buttons for 2 sec-
onds while “ "and “ " are flashing.
3 beeps can be heard.

To recall a preset station
Channel 1 -5

1. Press [PRESET].
2. Press one of the memory buttons while “ "is
flashing.

Channel 6 - 10

1. Press [PRESET] twice.
2. Press one of the memory buttons while “ " and
“ " are flashing.

Release the memory button within 2 seconds.

EWhen using overseas

The allocation settings according to the area are
needed.

Every time the following procedure is performed, the al-
location setting changes as follows:

FM 0.2 MHz, AM 10 kHz
(original setting)

FM 0.1 MHz, AM 10 kHz

FM 0.05 MHz, AM 9 kHz

How to adjust the allocation settings

While playing the radio

Press and hold [PRESET] for about 3 seconds.

®The changed allocation settings (FM and then AM)
are displayed.

Changing allocation settings erases the stations stored
in memory .

CAUTION

e Align the poles (@ and ©) properly when inserting the
batteries.

oDo not recharge ordinary dry cell batteries.

®Remove the batteries if the set will not be used for a long
time.

eDo not use the batteries if the covering has been
peeled off.

EBattery condition indicators
The indicator flashes when the batteries are almost out
of power. Power is cut off completely a short while later.

“E%lzp"_'/ Battery indicator

Replace batteries with new ones.

The length of time the unit will continue to operate be-
tween when the battery indicator starts flashing and
when the power is cut off differs depending on the type
of batteries used.

®Avoid using or placing this unit near sources of heat.
Do not leave it in an automobile exposed to direct
sunlight for a long period of time with the doors and
windows closed.

®To avoid product damage, do not expose this product
to rain, water or other liquids.

eDiscontinue use if you experience discomfort with the
earphones or any other parts that directly contact your
skin.
