The FM frequency step is set to 0.2 MHz at the time of shipment.

By adjusting the allocation, you can enable the tuner to receive FM
broadcasts allocated in 0.1 MHz steps.

Press and held TUNER/BAND. After a few seconds the display wilt
change to a flashing display of the current minimum FM frequency.

It you continue to hold the button down, the minimum frequency will
change. Release the button at this time,

To return to the original frequency indicaticn, repeat above.
