When to replace the rechargeable
batteries

If the battery life becomes shorter by about
half, replace the batteries with new
rechargeable batteries.

Notes on the rechargeable batteries
To keep the original battery capacity for a
long time, charge the batteries only when
they are completely depleted.

If the battery is new or has not been used
for along time, it may not be charged
completely until you charge and discharge
it several times.

When carrying the rechargeabl e batteries,
use the supplied battery carrying case to
prevent unexpected heat. If the
rechargeable batteries and the metallic
objects get contacted, heat or fire may
occur due to a short circuit.

Notes on using the dry batteries

» Besureto remove the AC power adaptor.

» When the batteries are depleted, replace
both batteries with new ones.

If your CD player is not supplied with the
one, use the AC-E45HG AC power
adaptor. Do not use any other AC power
adaptor. It may cause amalfunction.

Connect the AC power adaptor to an easily
accessible AC outlet.

On rechargeable batteries
and dry batteries

Do not charge the dry batteries.

Do not throw the batteries into fire.

Do not carry the batteries with coins or
other metallic objects. It can generate heat
if the positive and negative terminals of the
battery are accidentally contacted by a
metallic object.

Do not mix rechargeable batteries with dry
batteries.

Do not mix new batteries with old ones.
Do not use different types of batteries
together.

When the batteries are not to be used for a
long time, remove them.

If battery leakage occurs, wipe off any
deposit in the battery compartment, and
install new batteries.
