1. Camera Precaution 
 
Before using the camera, please ensure that you read 
and understand the safety precautions described below. 
Always ensure that the camera is operated correctly. 

• Never operate the camera inside of an aircraft or   
anywhere else where operation of such devices is 
restricted. Improper use creates the risk of serious 
accident. 

• Do not aim the camera directly into the sun or other 
intense light sources which could damage your 
eyesight. 

• Do not try to open the case of the camera or attempt 
to modify this camera in any way. High-voltage 
internal components create the risk of electric shock 
when exposed. Maintenance and repairs should be 
carried out only by authorized service providers.

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Charging the Battery Pack 
 
The battery pack is not charged at the time of purchase 
and therefore need to be charged before use.
