CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Red-rust like spots, milky or black discoloration and white floating objects are
caused by minerals in the water and are not caused by discoloration or
deterioration of the inner container itself. Although this is not a hygiene problem,

clean the water tank and filter periodically.

Red-rust like spot can be removed,
if you clean the water regularly.

Clean the water tank with a damped sponge
To clean the hard stain, follow below steps:
1.cut lemon into 4pieces,wrap it in the
cloth and place in the tank
2.Pour in water to MAX water level mark.
Boil and retain heat for about 1~2hours
3.Pour out the water and use sponge to clean
the tank.
4.To remove the smell of the lemon,boil water
again and dispose the water.

The discoloration caused by dry boil not
removable.
