IMPORTANT INSTRUCTIONS:

hen using electrical appliances, basic precautions should always be followed to reduce
2 risk of fire, electrical shock, burns, and other injury, including the following:

Study this instruction manual carefully before using the product.

Remove the unit from its packaging and check to make sure it is in good condition
before using.

Do not let children play with parts of the packing (such as plastic bags)

Check the household voltage to ensure it matches the heater's rated specification.
Check the power cord and plug carefully before use to make sure that they are not
damaged.

Before unpluging the power cord, be sure to turn off the power. When touching the
unit be sure your hands are dry to prevent from electric shock.

Do not use near or point the heater to furniture, curtains or other inflammable
objects. keep combustible materials, such as furniture, pillows, bedding, papers,
clothes, and curtains at least 3 feet (0.9m) from the front of the heater and keep
them away from the sides and rear.

Do not block air intakes or exhaust in any manner to prevent a possible fire.

Not intended for use by children, infirm persons or invalids without supervision. -

1. Always unplug heater when not in use.

. Prevent water from getting into the housing of the heater during operation or in
storage. Always store in dry area with no moisture.

. Do not use in places where there are gas, paint or other inflammable goods and
objects.

.. This heater is not intended for use in bathrooms, laundry areas and similar indoor
locations. Never locate the heater where it may fall into a bath tub or other bodies of
water.

. Do not run the cord under carpeting. Do not cover cord with throw rugs, runners, or
the like. Arrange cord away from traffic area and where it will not be tripped over.

. Da not use on soft surfaces, like a bed, where openings may become blocked.

- Use this heater only as described in this manual, Any other uses not recommended
by the manufacturer may cause fire, electric shock, or injury to persons and may void
warranty.

. Avold the use of an extension cord because the extension cord may overheat and
cause a risk of fire. However, if you have to use an extension cord must be No. 14
AWG minimum size and rated not less than 2500 watts.

. Do not use outdoors.

. If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or its service
agent or a similarly qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.

.. To avoid hazad, do not operate any heater with a damaged cord or plug or after the
heater malfuntions, has been dropped or damaged in any manner.

. The heater must not be located immediately below a socket-outlet.

. Do not use this heater in the immediate surroundings of a bath, a shower or a
swimming pool.

. Young children should be supervised to ensure that they do not playwith the

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ELECTRICAL CONNECTION

Before inserting the plug in an electrical outlet, check carefully to make sure that the voltage in your
home's electrical system matches the voltage indicated on the appliance and that the socket and main
feed are of a size sufficient to power this appliance

TEMPERATURE CONTROLLING:

Rotate the (Room) cycleprotector knob can control the temperature in a
range of 0 C - 45 C. Rotate the angle in a clockwise direction become

* larger, presetted temperature become higher. When the room temperature
reach the presetied value, the unit will turn off automatically. When the room
temperature below presetted value the unit will operate in heating mode to
keep the presetted temperature.

Heat Switch Functions:

Functions are selected by turning rotary switch to the desired position.

s OFF - Will turn the unit off.

FAN FAN --- Fan anly operation

LOW LOW ----- Provides 1000 watts heat output operation.
HIGH HIGH - Provides 2000 walts heat output operation.

SECURITY SYSTEM

 In the event of abnormal overheating, a safety device shuts down the appliance remove
the plug from the socket and let the appliance cool down for at least 20 minutes. put the
plug in the socket and switch the heater on.

« If you still notice the same defect above mentioned, remove the plug from the socket and

have the appliance serviced by authorized service personnel only.

MAINTENANCE

The appliance only needs regular cleaning on the outside.

Before you clean the appliance, switch the heater off, remove the plug from socket and
wait until the heater cooled down.

Use a damp cloth to wipe off the fan heater housing.

Do not use water, detergents, abrasive cleaning liquids or chemical agents (Alcohol,
Gasoline etc...) to clean the appliance.
