POWER SUPPLY

1.AC power operation

Connect one end of the mains lead to (AC-IN) socket and the other end to
an AC outlet.

LOCATION OF CONTROLS

1. Make sure that all the components and speakers are connected correctly.
2. Check that the rated voltage of your unit matches your local voltage.
3. Plugthe AC power cord into an AC outlet.

HEADPHONES

Be sure your headphone has 3.5mm diameter stereo plug, with an impedance of
32 Ohms.When headphone is connected,the speakers will automatically mute.
Adjust the volume control to the desired level.
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LISTENING TO RADIO

1. Setthe Function slider to RADIO.

2. Selectthe wave band by using the BAND selector.

3. Turn to the desired radio station by using the Tuning knob.
4. Adjustthe Volume.

COMPACT DISC OPERATION

1. Setthe Function sliderto CD.

2. Liftto openthe CD door, place a discin the center with the label side up and
then close the CD door gently.

3. The total number of tracks will be showed in the display.

PLAY/PAUSE MODE

1. If PLAY/PAUSE button is pressed during Stop mode, the first track will be
playing and the PLAY/PAUSE LED will be on.

2. IfPLAY/PAUSE button is pressed during Play mode, the PLAY/PAUSE LED
will flash.

STOP MODE

The Stop button is pressed during Play or Pause mode.The CD will stop.

2. Press PLAY/PAUSE w1 to startplay.
The selected track number appears on the LED display.

Selecting a desired track during Play mode

Press e« Skip or Skip »»1 until the desired track appears on the LED display.
The selected track number appears on the LED display.

If you press e« Skip once it will skip to the beginning of the current track and
play the track again.

Searching for a particular passage during play

Press and hold e« Skip or Skip »» until the desired passage is located. During
the search the sound is played faster than normal at a reduced volume. Play
returns to normal when e« Skip or Skip »»i is released.

. Press e« Skip or Skip »»1 until the desired track appears on the LED display.

PROGRAMMED DISC PLAY

You can choose up to 20 tracks in any desired order for programmed play.

. Setthe FUNCTION switch to CD.

. Press the PROGRAM button.

. Press the e« Skip or Skip »» button to select the track number.

. Press the PROGRAM button when the desired track number is displayed.
. Repeat step 3 and 4 to program more tracks.

. Press the »n PLAY/PAUSE button to start programmed play.

. Disc play will start at the beginning of the first programmed track.

TO CHECKTHE PROGRAM

Press the PROGRAM button during stop mode. The track numbers are displayed
in programmed order.

TO ERASE THE PROGRAM

Press the PROGRAM button and the STOP button at the same time during stop
mode.Opening the disc compartment also erase the contents of program
memory.

REPEAT MODE

Press the repeat button before or during play.A single track or all the tracks can
be repeated.Each press switches the repeat mode.
