3. This unit is only for indoor use and suitable for ambient temperature of 1~40°C. In
order to avoid danger of electrical shock or fire, the unit must be kept away from
direct sunlight, heat, explosive gas, mist, oily vapors, plenty of dust and chemical
environment.

4. DO NOT operate the unit with a damaged cord or loose socket. Stop using it before

OFF: To turn off the unit.

WET: The machine automatically starts dehumidifying when the room humidity
exceeds about 70%RH and stops when the room humidity is below about 60%RH.
MED: The machine automatically starts dehumidifying when the room humidity
exceeds about 60% RH and stops when the room humidity is below about 50% RH.
DRY: The machine automatically starts dehumidifying when the room humidity
exceeds about 50% RH and stops when the room humidity is below about 35% RH.

. Turn the knob to “OFF” before plug the machine to power.
. Make sure to fit the bucket in right position. When the bucket is full or not in place

(or the machine overheated), the Full/Check lamp lights and the machine stops.

4. The machine is turned off when the knob is at “OFF” position. Turn the knob clockwise

to turn on the unit with a suitable humidity setting. The humidistat can be set along
WET (70~60%RH), MED (60~50%RH) , DRY (50~40%RH) or more humid or more
dry scales to control the unit on and off automatically and keep the room humidity
at a certain range. When the machine is on, the Operating Lamp lights. When the
machine is off, the Operating Lamp extinguishes.

. Turn the knob counterclockwise to “OFF” to turn off the machine.

Nano-silver Filter '\ \

This machine applies a nano-silver air filter that can restrain germs and bacteria, and
does no harms to human.

If the filter is covered by plenty of dust, the airflow and the performance of the unit
will be affected.

Please check and clean it often.

. Turn off the unit, unplug it and remove the filter from the unit.
. Clean the nano-sliver filter only with a vacuum cleaner or soft brush. Replace the

filter in position.
Prevent washing the filter. Washing may weaken the germicidal effect of the filter.

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To Empty the Bucket when Water Full "\, \

1. When the bucket is full, Full/Check lamp lights. The machine stops.

2. Pull out the bucket by holding the grabbing portion. Then, carry with its handle.
3. Remove the cover first before pouring the water.

4. After pouring the water, clean the bucket and restore in place.

5. After restoring the cover and handle, replace the bucket. The Full/Check lamp

will extinguish and the unit will retrieve running.

3. Attach the hose firmly to the ‘L’ shaped drain
connector;

4. Connect the ‘L’ shaped drain connector to the
drain outlet;

5. Rotate clockwise to fix the connector into position;

6. Restore the water bucket in the correct position.

1. Before cleaning or maintaining, turn off the unit and unplug the cord.

2. The air inlet and outlet may gather dust easily. Please clean it often with a soft cotton
cloth moistured with water or soft detergent only.
