PROBLEM SOLVING

Normal conditions

The compressor is set to continue running for at least three minutes after the unit

switches off so as to ensure the next use is smooth. Therefore ensure the power
is left on during this time. This action also extends the working life of the unit.

Troubleshooting
A: Before phoning for service please check the following:

1. If the unit fails to operate:
@ Is "FULL" ng flashing? Is the bucket in a stable location? Check and reposition.
¢ |s the unit plugged in?
@ |s It switched on?
o |s the unit defrosting ('Defrost’ ¥ flashing)?
2. If performance is inefficient:
= Check If the filter is dirty and clean It.
@ Check that air intake and outlet are uncovered.
= |n case of low ambient temperature and humidity the unit defrosts often.
3. If noise is heard:
@ |s the unit on a horizental surface? Check and move If necessary.
= Check if the filter is dirty and clean it.

B. If the problem persists (for example Indicator lights flashing on the panel

NOTE

Emptying the buchet

1. When the bucket is full, the unit stops and 'Full' ~# light flashes.

2. Remave bucket by pulling out and lifting carsfully.

3. Empty water, clean bucket and raplace.

4. Do not remove the bucket too s00n, as the unit may still be dripping.

5. Do not remove or damage the float in the bucket, as this prevents proper
operation.

6. The 'Full' g light illuminates if the bucket is incomectly positioned.

Pulling out

Draining

You may use a pipe with inner diameter of
11.5-12mm for continuous draining:

1. Remove the hole covering at the back with a
screvedriver, pass pipe through hole and connect
ta outlet nozzla.

2. Ensura the plpe to the drain has no Kinks.

Moving

1. Use the retractable handlse and keep the unit as upright as posslble, never on
its side.

2. Unplug unit and empty water bucket before moving.

3. Before switchirng on check bucket positioning.

MAINTENANCE

Replacing the deodorising charcoal filter

1. Switch unit off and remove filter from the back.

2. Do not wash deodorising charceal fliber {2). It should be replaced after 3 to
& monihs use.

Cleaning the Nano-silver pre-filter

If the filter is caked with dust, aiflow and unit performance ara compramised,
Check and clean the filter every two weeks to prevent this.

1. Switch unit off and remowve filter.
2. Tha nano-sliver pre-filter (1} can be washed and wiped gently.
3. Replacae filter.

MAINTENANCE

Cleaning the unit

1. Switch off and unplug.

2. Clean air intake and outlet with a soft cloth. Dust tends to accumulate here.
3. Do not use petrgl or sphwents.

4. Clean the surface with a soft damp cloth, using only water or mikd detergent.
5. Wipe dry with a dry clath.

NOTE: Never use water to wash the unit

Preparing for storage

1. Run tha unit In air filter mode = for at least an hour to dry the Inside.

2. Switch off and unplug.

3. Clean and dry the bugket.

4. Caver the unit to prevent dust accumulation. Store horzontally (1 think vou
mean vertically”) in a coal, dry place. Do not expose to direct sunlighL.
