« Recommended Estes Engines: A8-3, B4-4, B6-4, B6-8,
C6-5 or C6-7. For your first flight, use an A8-3 engine.

« Recovery Wadding (EST 302274)

« Igniters and Igniter Plugs (included with Estes engines)

TIPS FOR FLYING YOUR ROCKET

» Stand upwind when launching for the best view of the glittering “cloud” of
stardust ejected into the sky when the rocket's parachute opens.

« Choose a large field away from power lines, buildings, tall trees, and low flying
aircraft. Try to find a field at least 250 feet (76 meters) square. The larger the
launch area, the better your chance of recovering your rocket.

= Launch area must be free of dry weeds and brown grass.

« Launch only during calm weather with little or no wind and good visibility.

» Don't leave parachute packed more than a minute or so
before launch during cold weather (colder than 40° Fahrenheit
[4° Celsius]). Parachute may be dusted with talcum or baby powder to avoid
sticking.

« Always follow the National Association of Rocketry (NAR) MODEL ROCKETRY
SAFETY CODE while participating in any model rocketry activities. The safety
code is enclosed with this kit.
