CHANGE PROGRAMME AND/OR
OPTIONS AFTER PROGRAMME START

1. Press the “Start/Pause” button to pause the
programme. The light flashes.

2. Select the new programme, any options and
another spin speed if you want.

3. Press the “Start/Pause” button again. The new
programme continues at the same position where
the previous programme was interrupted. Do not
add detergent for this programme.

CANCEL (RESET) A RUNNING
PROGRAMME BEFORE THE END

The “Reset” button cancels a programme before
the end. Press the “Reset” button for at least 3
seconds. Any existing water is drained out before
the lid can be opened.
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
