+ Double Power Wash will be applied on Big Items Program.
At the first stage, wash with a relatively lower water level (around 70% of the default water level). Remove stubborn stains
thoroughly with highly concentrated detergent and strong washing power. After 3 minutes’ washing, the washing machine
will refill water automatically till it reaches the default water level and thus it starts the second stage of washing .

« The washing time and spin time based on the seventh water level in this table.

« Softener can be added automatically by the washing machine via the softener inlet for programs with 2 rinse cycles.

« When Quick Wash Program is selected, soaking program and functions program selector do not operate.

+ The default washing program is the Standard Program.

Wash Procedures

Put drain hose in place.

Connect water inlet pipe properly and turn on water tap.

Connect to the power source and press the “ON/OFF” button.

Press the “Program” button to set the wash program or use the

default washing program.

5. Press” Process " button to select your own required combination
of washing programs other than the full automatic program.

6. Press “Water Level” button for desired water level.

7. Select “Intensive Rinse” in “Function” button to achieve effective
rinsing effect.

8. Select “Double Foam Removal” in “Function” button to wash more
soiled clothes.

. Select “Basket Cleaning” in “Function” to clean the washing tub.

10. Choose “Washing Time"” and “Spin Time” buttons to change the
preset washing time and spin time.

11. Choose “Delay Time” button to decide when to start washing.

12. Empty the laundry of all coins, banknotes and other foreign objects
before loading it evenly into the tub.

13. Place in detergent. Softener and bleach agent may also be added
according to needs.

14. Close the machine lid.

15. Press “Start/Pause” button and the machine will begin water intake.

* The machine will be in delay time mode if the delay timer is selected.
* When washing is finished, the buzzer will be on. The machine will
shut off automatically in three minutes.

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NOTES ON CONTROL PANEL

1. On/Off Switch
Press the switch to connect the mains; press it again to cut off power supply.

+ The machine will automatically shut off in 3 minutes after completion of wash
program or when the machine is in abnormal operation mode.
The washing machine will be in fuzzy logic status when you press the Start/Pause
button after it is switched on. The washing machine will start operating,
self-checking, setting the water level and completing the whole washing process. If
you press any other buttons (except On/Off Switch and Start/Pause button), the
washing machine will automatically quit the fuzzy logic mode and enters into
manual control mode; if you do not press any buttons, the machine will shut off
automatically after 3 minutes.

. “Safety Lock” button

Press the “Delay Time” and the “Spin Time” buttons simultaneously during the process of

setting wash time or operation of the machine. All 9 buttons on the control panel will be locked.
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CONSUMPTION OF WATER AND HANDLING OF ABNORMAL CONDITIONS

Consumption of Water

2. Start/Pause
Press the button to start operation. Press it again to suspend operation during the
washing process.

3. Function Selection
“Memory” function provides users with the same wash program as last time, i.e. the
washing machines will automatically save the last wash program you have utilized.
Choosing this function enables the washing machine to operate according to the
automatic memory.
Basket Cleaning is used only for the cleaning of the washing basket. The preset
water level is the 7th water level. It presets for washing, rinsing and spinning. The
number of time for rinsing is one time and Standard Wash Program is indicated.
Choose “Intensive Rinse” according to the degree of dirtiness. “Additional Rinsing”
means adding one more time of rinse on standard rinse.

+ Double Foam Removal is an innovative means of rinse. During the rinse process,
water is continuously added in to help drain soap bubbles and dirt through the
drain pipe and spillway, thus to realize thorough cleaning of foam.

« Again press simultaneously the “Delay Timer” and the “Spin Time” buttons, the buttons

are unlocked. Water Level Wash Load (kg) Water Consumed (~L)
«  When faults occur, the locked buttons will be automatically unlocked. When the faults

are resolved, the buttons will be locked automatically. 9/10 5.0-7.0 60/64
6. Delay Time (Presetting the time to finish washing) 7/8 3.5-5.0 48/50
« Press this button to preset the time to finish washing. The selection ranges between 0

and 12 hours. One hour is added for every single press. 5/6 2.0-3.5 43/45
« When the preset time is less than the washing time, press “Start/Pause” and the washing

machine will operate accordingly. 3/4 1.0-2.0 37/40
«  When setting the timer, the unit of time shown in the digital bar is hour, which indicates

the finishing time of washing. When setting the timer, the indicating sign “. " lights up, Mini /2 0-1.0 25/30

after setting the timer, if you press the “Start/Pause” button, the machine will enter
preset mode automatically; After 10 seconds, other indicator lights will all go out except
the flashing sign “. .". Except On/Off Switch and “Start/Pause” buttons, a timed process of
10 seconds will be shown when you press other buttons. Before washing, all indicator
lights resumed to the status before they go out. Due to the difference in water intake
level, the final finishing time may be slightly difference from the designated finishing
time.

Process

Press this button when the machine is in pause or set mode. You may select combination
of wash program other than preset program.

Lights of respective programs will be on when this button is pressed and preparing for
operation.

The flashing display light indicates the progress of wash program.

4. Washing Time / Spin Time

« Press these 2 buttons to change manually the default washing time and spin time.

« One minute is deducted for every single press; if you press and hold, the number
will decrease by degrees and loop.

« When washing time is 0 minute, press the button to return to 25 minutes; when
spin time is 0 minute, press it again to return to 7 minutes.

« Press the two buttons simultaneously to check the set washing time and spin time.

« The buttons do not function when wash program is in operation or in pause mode.

. Water Level Selection

Among the third, fifth, seventh and ninth water levels, one of them will be selected, based on the
laundry load, to start automatic washing when the machine is in fuzzy logic control mode.
Press “Water Level” button to select water level by yourself and quit the fuzzy logic control
mode.

When you choose “Mini,3, 5,7, 9" water level, the light indicating water level lights up; when you
choose "2, 4, 6,,8, 10" water level, the light indicating water level flashes.

Handling of Abnormal Conditions

Manifestation

Causes and Handling

E1

After automatic adjustment for two times, imbalanced problem of
Spin is still unresolved. Please place the laundry evenly. Or the lid is
not properly closed, or has been opened by someone during washing
process. Close the lid to resume operation. “E1” status will continue

until faults are attended.

Indicating faults in drainage (Drainage time exceeds 5 minutes). The
drain pipe is not put down, or clogged, or frozen. Put the drain pipe
down and clear it up. Open and close the lid once to resume
operation. It still unattended, the machine will shut down after 1.5 hr.

E4

Indicating failure to attain the best water level after 30-minute water
intake. To be treated and checked as “Malfunction of wash”. If the
problem is solved, open and close the lid again to resume water
intake. If the problem is unattended, the machine will shut down

automatically after 1 hr.

+ If the drum stops spinning during the spinning process, “b1” or “b2” will be displayed. This
means the clothes have shifted to one side while spinning, creating an imbalance. The
machine will fill with water again to attempt to redistribute the clothes and will begin
spinning again if the imbalance is corrected.
